The dates and hours for the next book sale will be April 27
from 10:00 AM - 5:00 PM, April 28 from 10:00 AM - 5:00 PM and
April 29 from 10:00 AM - 3:00 PM with set up at 2:00 PM on April 26.
Gay Girard asked if it is possible for the library’s electronic sign to
reflect the dates and times of the book sale. The answer is yes.
